2. The sums which may be demanded by licensed pilots 
shall be as follows:-

(cl) A pilot travelling from his home port to join 
a vessel at some other port or place, or 
returning to his home port after leaving a 
vessel at some other port or place, shall 
be paid for each hour or part thereof that 
he is travelling or so returning (Inclusive 
of any time necessarily spent In awaiting 
suitable means of transportation to his 
home port)

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3. A pilot whilst proceeding on a vessel from one port or place 
to another port or place shall be provided with accommodation 
and subsistence on such vessel equal to that enjoyed by the 
vessel's senior officers. If not so provided a pilot shall be paid in 
respect of accommodation twenty shillings a day and in respect 
of subsistence twenty shillings a clay. 
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
