2 INTERPRETATEION.

3. AMENDMENT TO SECTION Z OF THE PRINCIPAL ACY.

The definition of “financial institution” is hereby amended by adding,
between the words person and the on the second line the following “or,
being a trustee or nominee, for any other person.”

4. AMENDMENT OF SCHEDULE TO THE PRINCIPAL ACT.

1. Schedule of the Principal Act is amended by the adding items 15 and
16 as follows -
(a). “15. Acting as a trustee or registered corporation agent on behalf of a

Joreign corporation within the meaning of the Corporation Act 1972 or any
other person;”

(b) “16. Administering or managing funds of a person or foreign
corporation as a trustee or registered corporation agent.”
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
