An Act to amend the Parliamentary Services Act 2020.

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Enacted by the Parliament of Nauru as follows:

1 Short title
This Act may be cited as the Parliamentary Services (Amendment) Act
2022.

2 Commencement

This Act commences on certification by the Speaker.
3 Amendment of Parliamentary Services Act 2020

The Parliamentary Services Act 2020 is amended by the provisions of
this Act.

4 Amendment of Section 49

Section 49 is amended by deleting subsections (1) and (2) and
substituting as follows:

‘(1) An employee who intends to contest in an election shall resign in
accordance with Section 59 of the Electoral Act 2016.

(2) An employee who resigns may apply to be re-employed in the Office,
if he or she:

(a) is a candidate at an election and fails to be elected at such
election;

(b) applies in writing to the Clerk for re-employment in the Office not
earlier than 30 days from the first sitting of the Parliament after the
election; and

(c) gives a written undertaking that he or she does not intend to
challenge the results of the election.’.
