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REPUBLIC OF NAURU
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AN ACT

To make interim provision for the withdrawal and expenditure of monies
from the Treasury Fund to meet the expenditure of the Republic for the
period from the first of July Two thousand and five to the thirtieth of
September, Two thousand and five.

(Certified :  16™ June 2005)

BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of Nauru as follows :
SHORT TITLE

1. This Act may be cited as the Supply Act 2005.
INTERPRETATION

2. In this Act :

‘the Treasury Fund’ means the fund established under Article 58 of
the Constitution of Nauru.

‘the financial year’ means the year commencing on the first day of
July Two Thousand and four and ending on the thirtieth day of June,
Two Thousand and five, inclusive of both dates.™

‘head’ means a department or division of the expenditure of the
Republic listed in the schedule to this Act.

‘subhead’ means a subdivision of a head.



COMMENCEMENT AND EXPIRY

3 This Act shall come into force on the first day of July, Two Thousand and Five and
shall cease to have effect on the thirteth of September Two Thousand and Five.

WITHDRAWAL OF MONEYS FROM THE TREASURY FUND

+: ) A rotal sum not exceeding $3,319,150 may be withdrawn from the Treasury
Fund and expended as authornsed in the Schedule to this Act.

(2) Where the Cabinet considers it necessary to increase the amount assigned 1n
the esumates to a parucular subhead within a Head, the Cabinet may direct
that there shall be applied to the aid of thar subhead a further sum our ot any
surplus ansing on any other subhead within the same Head, but so thart the
toral amount withdrawn and expended does not exceed the amount
authonsed for that Head in the Schedule to this Act.
