declare that the following day in each succeeding year shall be a Bank
Holiday instead of the day before-mentioned i—

1. The fifteenth day of September except when ‘that day. falls
on a Saturday or Sunday or ,

2. Where the fifteenth day of September falls on a Saturday or
Sunday the Monday immediately following.
