CUSTOMS (EXPORT) TARIFF ORDINANCE 1951.%

An Ordinance relating to Duties of Cusioms.

E it ordained by the Administrator of the Government of the

Commonwealth of Australia, with the advice of the Federal

Executive Council, in pursuance of the powers conferred by the
Papua and New Guinea Act 1949-1950, as follows:—

1. This Ordinance may be cited as the Customs (Export) Tariff
Ordinamce 1951.(1)

2. This Ordinance shall come into operation on a date to be
fixed by the Administrator by notice in the Gazetie.™

3. In this Ordinance, unless the contrary intention appears—

“ assessed value ” means the value declared by the Adminis-
trator by notice in the Gazette to be the value per ton
of copra exported during the month specified in the
notice ;(2

“copra ” includes coconuts, desiceated coconut and coconut
oil; 4 .

“the Fund ” means the Papua and New Guinea Copra Fund
established by this Ordinance.

4.—(1.) The duties of Customs specified in the third column
of the First Schedule to this Ordinance are hereby imposed in
accordance with that Schedule as from the date of the commence-
ment of this Ordinance, and those duties shall be charged, collected
and paid on all copra exported from the Territory on or after
that date.

(2.) For the purpose of the assessment of duty under this
Ordinance on coconuts, desiccated coconut and coeconut oil—

(@) 1 ton of coconuts is deemed the equivalent of .2 ton
of copra;

() 1 ton of desiccated coconut is deemed the equivalent of
1.5 tous of eopra; and

(¢) 1 ton of coconut oil is deemed the equivalent of 1.6 tons

of copra.

(2.) Moneys standing to the credit of the Fund may be invested
in securities of the Commonwealth or on deposit in the Common-
wealth Bank, and the income of those investments shall form part
of the Fund.

(3.) No moneys shall be expended from the Fund except for
purposes of assisting the copra or other coconut industries in
pursuance of the provisions of an Ordinance for the time being
in force in the Territory.

(4.) The accounts relating to the Fund shall be audlted by the
Auditor-General for the Commonwealth.
