I JACK KEITH MURRAY, the Administrator of the Territory 'of 
, Papua and New Guinea, by virtue of the powers conferred by 

section 13 of the Health Ordinance, 1912-1924, of the Territory of 
Papua and by section 3 of the Building Ordinance, 1929, of . the 
Territory of Papua and all other powers me enabling, and acting 
with the advice of the Executive Council, hereby revoke. all former 
notices and orders establishing the Sanitary District of Port Moresby 
and .defining the limits of the Town of Port Moresby and I do hereby 
proclaim and declare that the boundaries set out in the Schedule hereto 
shaH be the bounda.ries of the Sa11itary District of Port Moresby and 
shall be the limits of the Town of Port Moresby for the purposes of 
the said Ordinances.
