RULES OF THE OENTRAL OOUR11 (PliOBA1'E 
AND ADMINISTRATION). (1) 

1. Rules 124 to 128, inclusive, of the Rules of Civil Procedure(2) 
of the Central Court, (3) made on the twenty-third day 6f September, 
1889, are, so far as they relate to the estates of persons dying after 
the commencement of the Probate and Administration Ordinance, 
1913, (4) hereby repealed. 

2. All applications for Probate or Letters of Administration, with 
or without the Will annexed, and for Orders to the Curator to ad­
minister under the said Ordinance, shall be made to a J-udge of the 
Central Court. (3) 

3. Subject to these Rules, the practice and procedure of the Cen­
tral Court(3) under the last-mentioned Ordinance shall, as nearly as 

, circumstances will admit of, be in accordance with the practice and 
procedure of the Supreme Court of the State of Queensland as regu­
lated by the Rules(5) of such last-mentioned Court for the time being. 

Provided in all cases that any practice or procedure as last afore­
said can be followed and applied without contravening any Ordinance, 
rule, or regulation of the Territory.
